Attendance Information for Students, Parents & Guardians:

The school year calendar is provided to all students and their families at the beginning of the school year.  It is important that the school work together with families to ensure that students are meeting the provincial attendance requirements.

The Education Act 1991 and the Education Amendment Act, Learning to Age 18, 2006, state:

Section 21 (1)

(a): 

Every person who attains the age of six years on or before the first school day in September in any year shall attend an elementary or secondary school on every school day from the first school day in September in that year until the person attains the age of 18 years; and

(b):

every person who attains the age of six years after the first school day in September in any year shall attend an elementary or secondary school on every school day from the first school day in September in the next succeeding year until the last school day in June in the year in which the person attains the age of 18 years.  
Teachers strive to make the best possible use of the class time that is allotted to each course.  When a student is absent it is their responsibility to make up any missed assignments, quizzes or tests.  

Parents must communicate with the school to advise of any absence for their children under the age of 18.  An adult student must report their own absence.  Students may only be excused from school due to legitimate reasons such as illness or appointments.  Parents will be notified of unreported absences and late arrivals and student will be subject to progressive disciplinary consequences.

Families planning vacations during the school year must understand that this interruption is a loss of valuable learning time and parents are advised to contact the school before making final booking arrangements in order to avoid conflict with EQAO testing, final exams and culminating activities.  

On modified schedule days such as assemblies, special guest presentations, provincial testing, regular classes are held (sometimes they are shortened in duration) and all students are expected to be in attendance.  

It is important that we send a unified message valuing education for our young people by promoting regular, punctual daily attendance.
