Did you Know?





There are more Canadian Baby Boomers aged 45-64 who have hearing loss, (1 million) than there are people over 65 with a hearing loss??!.





More than a third of hearing los is attributed to loud music, loud workplace environments and loud recreational noise.





Live rock concerts can produce from 110-120 dBs of noise.  This is enough to cause permanent damage in a 2 – 3 hour period.





Hearing Loss is second only to Arthritis as the most common complaint of older adults.





90% of hearing loss can be treated with hearing instruments.





Only 16% of physicians screen routinely for hearing loss.





3 million Canadians have hearing loss and it is estimated that 500 million people worldwide have hearing loss.





Ratios in Canada, 1:12 Thirty year olds have hearing loss; 1:8 Fifty year olds have hearing loss also.





After Bill Clinton was fitted with hearing aids, more than one million other baby boomers identified that they had a hearing loss.





Of the 1 million Canadians aged 45-64 with hearing loss, 6 out of 7 do not yet benefit from hearing instruments.
