Senior year is the culmination of a student’s Holy Trinity career. To add an element of healthy celebration to this

experience, our school has developed a strong tradition of organizing successful senior proms.

The Prom Committee works hard during the year to ensure that Prom is memorable. To ensure Prom is safe and fun for all who attend, Holy Trinity has developed basic expectations for behaviour. These are consistent with those that exist when a student is in class or at a school activity. Individuals who are unable, or unwilling, to behave within these expectations are advised not to attend Prom.

All expectations of the Code of Conduct as outlined in the Student Agenda Book apply. In particular:

· Students are expected to comply with all school rules i.e. consumption of alcohol and/or use of drugs will not be tolerated.

· Students under the influence of drugs or alcohol will be suspended and will lose dance privileges for one calendar year.  In addition, these students may be subject to charges by police on duty.
· Coats and bags/purses must be checked upon arrival.

Prom Night Safety Tips for Parents/Guardians:

· Make sure that your child has a plan for the evening and that you know the plan.

· Ensure your child knows where to reach you in case of emergency.  Ensure he/she has cab fare and /or knows you are available to pick them up at any time.

· Know “hot spot” destinations, including any after-parties your child might attend.

· Take stock of the alcohol in your home.

· Know who is driving.  If it’s a limo, check its policy on allowing alcohol in the vehicle.

· Discuss school prom rules (see student agenda book) with your child and the consequences of violations.

· Encourage seatbelt use.

· Do not rent hotel rooms for prom-goers.

· Communicate with other parents/guardians and school officials.

· Stay up until your prom-goer returns home.

Host Liability - Teen Partying Information for Parents and Guardians

Anyone involved in organizing or running an event where alcohol is consumed is required to follow Canada and Ontario liquor laws. Ignorance of the law is not a valid defense!

If you are a parent or guardian, you can he held liable if problems occur at a party that your teen hosts. Liability doesn’t just rest with the individual who provides the alcohol, the organizers and hosts, but also includes anyone with control over the location where the problem and event occurred.

It’s against the law:

( For those under 19 years of age to drink alcohol.

( To give alcohol to someone who is under 19 or to allow this to happen at an event, even if you don’t

    physically provide the alcohol.

( For someone to drive if they are intoxicated.

( To provide alcohol to someone who is intoxicated, or provide alcohol that may contribute to a person’s intoxication.

Principles for Determining Liability

As a parent or guardian:

( You can be held responsible for injuries or damages that occur as a result of alcohol provided in your

home, even if you personally don’t provide it.

( You and your teen are responsible for what happens to guests when they are in your home, on your

property or on property that you control, for events such as semi-formal, prom, street or field parties.

( You and your teen may be held responsible for the safety and behaviour of guests (whether invited or not) until they are sober, not just until they leave the party or premises.

( In the past, it was not common for people to be sued for the actions of others. However, over the past 15 years or so, public attitudes toward alcohol and impaired driving have become less tolerant. Impaired

driving laws have been strengthened and the courts are more critical of alcohol servers and hosts.

Can an underage youth ever drink legally?

It is legal for an underage youth to drink with their parents/guardians, in their own home, such as at times of celebration or on a religious holiday.

What about underage friends who visit my teen in our home?

It is illegal for anyone, even an adult, to serve alcohol to your teen’s underage friends while in your home or on your property.

Under the Liquor License Act, if you are found guilty of selling or supplying alcohol to an underage youth, you are subject to a fine of up to $200,000 and a jail sentence of up to one year.

Having a parent/guardian present in the home when there is a teen drinking party does not prevent the harmful or legal consequences of underage drinking.

If a party is held at your home, you can be held legally responsible for whatever happens at the party. You are responsible even if you are not there or if you did not know about it or you did not provide the alcohol.

If you are a parent or an adult considering having teens party in your home, take the time to learn about:

( the dangers of teenage drinking - health and safety risks.

( your responsibilities as a parent and adult regarding teen parties.

( Canadian and Ontario liquor laws - that affect you and your teen.
